I started birding the whole of Tulare Co and join-
ing Kim and Gary on field trips in 2005. I had
spent a previous 5-years in the county but almost
entirely in Sequoia and Kings Canyon National
Parks. Kim and Gary helped open my eyes to the
entirety of Tulare Co’s birding opportunities.
Gary Lindquist once called me a pathological
birder. What is worrisome about that is I took it
as a complement.

Since 2005 I have been able to observer every
Abundant to Rare bird recorded in Tulare Co along
with many of the Casual to Accidental birds. I have
recently, the last year, taken to birding Kings Co
along with Tulare Co.

Along with pathologically birding these counties I
have also taken to researching and recording records
becoming the unofficial list keeper for both coun-
ties. [ am also the E-bird editor for both counties.
As this is my very first issue and there have been
some transfer problems this issue will help prepare
you and I for the Tappings to come.

I have filled the insert pages of the issue with the
most recent Kings and Tulare Co checklists.
TCAS used to periodically print a Tulare Co
checklist. The Kings Co list was kept by Rob
Hansen and the late Luke Cole. These lists are
heavily indebted to their work.

These lists are also posted in the “Files” section

of http://groups.yahoo.com/group/tularekingsbirds/ which
is the birders main resource for birding Tulare and
Kings counties. The photo section of this website is
also a great resource with an almost complete photo
record of birds recorded in Tulare Co with photos of
birds actually taken in Tulare Co.

A place to bird in Tulare and Kings

The Tule River on the valley floor from the old
Creighton Ranch Preserve in Tulare Co until it ends
between 4th and 6th Avenue in Kings Co is a great
place to bird in spring and fall migration.

This is the line of trees seen from the intersection of
Highway 43 and Avenue 144. The trees line the
end of the Tule River before it turns into an agricul-
tural canal. It is still hardly natural but the trees hold
birds in migration. There are also nesting species
during the breeding season including Swainson’s
Hawk. Access can be tricky with muddy roads and
surrounding private property but a good place to
start is the bridge on 4th which is the county line.
This is just south of Corcoran Prison. Some of the
